If | was arrested or detained what are

the rights eligible to me on arrest or
detention?

a) To be informed immediately the reason for arrest or
detention.
To be informed of the reason for arrest or detention in
writing within at least twentyfour hours;

To inform access to a lawyer.

To retain and instruct legal counsel without delay and to
have access to legal counsel facilitated until the
conclusion of the matter for which he is under arrest or
detention.

To remain silent*, except to establish identity, and to be
informed of this right;

To be brought within twenty four hours before aJudge,
who has power to determine the validityof the
detention, to release the person with orwithout
conditions, or to order the continueddetention of the
accused.

*The rights and freedom contained in the fundamental
rights and freedoms chapter, subject only to such
reasonable limits prescribed by a law enacted by the
People’s Majlis in a manner that is not contrary to the
Constitution of the Maldives.
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
